For the subjects for which the final
evaluation is a colloquium, the
examination takes place within the
respective class (lecture or seminar),
usually during the pre-session (the last
two weeks of the semester).

In case of failed exams, there is a re-
examination session during 1 week at the
beginning of September for all the exams
(winter and summer sessions).

The students can retake an exam or
colloquium where they were absent, or
failed the exam.
